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Game Management

During the course of a game there will be times you will need to be able to deal with control
issues and use control measures. You may have occasion to answer a player or coach’s
question. This should be asked in the correct manner. Please answer, however do not get to
involved. This does not mean you do not talk or respond to a question. Just remember respect
goes both ways. However do not answer all questions, as this will distract you from officiating.

What are control issues and measures?

Control Issues:

Player dissent
Illegal tackles
Dissent from the bench

Professional fouls

Control Measures:
Whistle
Advancement

Reversal of penalty

1 Minute time out

Card

Report

Abuse or misconduct from player(s)
Hard tackles designed to stop a player
Abuse or misconduct from the bench.

Talk

Card Report

This can be either from players, coaches, other officials in the bench

area and any person within the bench area.
E.g. designated bench area

Playing the ball above the shoulder
Kicking the ball. Usage of hands
Holding a player or players shirt
High sticks

Tone and severity
Advance the play ten metres
Award a free to the opposition

Talk

Card Report

Call both captains together and inform them they are to speak to
their players and warn then further incidents will result in the

issuing of Cards
Failure of Captain to abide by above request
Issue of a Card

Usage and Time penalty

Green - warning

Yellow — minimum 5 minutes

Red — leave the ground for rest of game
